	Student Life
	Students encouraged to actively participate in Student Society for Economics (Econ Club) and Omicron Delta Epsilon (international economics honor society) if eligible.

	Major/Minor Curricula
	Intermediate theory and statistics courses prepare economics majors for undergraduate research projects.  Economics electives chosen to coincide with student preferences and career goals for all majors and minors. 

	Capstone Experience
	Capstone course (Theory and Research) requires students to use economic theory to answer real world questions.  Students see the intersection of economic theory and statistical analysis.  Assignments require students to demonstrate working knowledge of economic ideas and analysis in preparation for future careers. Both oral and written work is assigned.
