ARCHAEOLOGY FIELD SCHOOLS

The LAM-CAMNES Archaeology Field School represents a new approach in studying and understanding ancient cultures within
the Mediterranean and Near Eastern areas. Participants in the field schools will gain three kinds of knowledge through a once-
in-a-lifetime experience.

First of all, participants will learn about modern archaeological methodologies of research through lectures, on-site digging and
data recording processes under the guidance and experience of professional archaeologists.

Secondairily, participants will learn through a series of lectures and site/museum visits about the cultural aspects (archaeology,
art, history, religion etc.) of the ancient societies that produced the architecture and objects that they will be excavating
during the stay.

Moreover, participants will achieve a perspective about the contemporary cultural frends of the host country by meeting local
students and residents, who will join the excavation project, as well as by visiting different places of historic and cultural
relevance and exploring a number of other lifestyle aspects during their stay.

The courses are offered in collaboration with the Center for Ancient Mediterranean and Near Eastern Studies (CAMNES).

Field Schools are held in English and have no prerequisites: no archaeology experience / knowledge of Italian language is
required. Field Schools require five/six days involvement per week including lessons, archaeological activities and visits.

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REGISTRATION POLICY

Students will automatically be enrolled in their alternative program/course/section, if any of their first choices is unavailable
(cancelled due to insufficient enroliment or full). The Regisirar reserves the right to move students to a different section in
order to balance course enroliment.

A level test will be administered at the beginning of Infermediate/Advanced level Studio Art and Design courses to confirm
the students’ level.

Students may attend only the courses listed on their Official Registration form. Auditing is not allowed.

Only one class can be changed upon arrival at LdM, depending on course availability. This is only allowed during
Orientation and Final Registration day. Final Registration deadlines will be announced during Orientation. No exceptions will
be made to these deadlines. This is not available for the Archaeology Field School or Workshops.

No refunds will be issued for classes dropped after arrival at LAM.

After Final Registration Day, students will no longer be allowed to add a class. Courses dropped after Final Registration but
during the first two weeks of classes will result in a “W" grade. Courses dropped after the second week of classes and before
the "W/F" deadline will result in a "W/F" grade. No exceptions will be made fo these deadlines.

Students must remain full-time status, with a minimum of 3 credits per ferm. Students may not drop or withdraw (with a *W"
or "W/F") from a course if it would bring them below the minimum number of credits. Non-credit offerings are available only
in addition to for-credit classes.

Mid-terms and final exams will be given only on the scheduled days that appear on each course syllabus. Students are not
allowed to make up quizzes or tests under any circumstances, including illness, religious issues, travel plans, family matters,
etc. Exams are scheduled during normal class times, so more than one exam may be administered on the same day.

LdM does not offer Pass/Fail grades or Incompletes, only lefter grades. All classes registered for and grades received will
appear on each student’s LAM transcript notwithstanding their intent to transfer credits to their home institution.

Students with learning disabilities will be subject to local educational standards, and therefore may not be provided with the
same special freatment offered by their home institution. However, based on current and official documentation of the
disability, LdAM offers reasonable assistance to these students. It is each student’s responsibility to provide this documentation
during the registration process and within the deadline.

LdM reserves the right to withhold the transcript and/or housing deposit of students who violate contract agreements
related to housing and/or academic issues (i.e. any balance or debt incurred) and/or whose behavior is considered
detrimental towards the institute and other students.

a) The Rules of Conduct applied at this Institute may be different from the rules applied by the student's home college or
university.

b) The Lorenzo de' Medici Rules of Conduct must be carefully read by each student. A copy of the Rules of Conduct is
included in the Orientation Packet given to every student and is also distributed during Orientation at LAM and shown in
every building of the Insfitute.

All students are required to carry a cell phone at all fimes that can receive text messages and phone calls in Italy, and to
provide the phone number to LdAM at Orientation. This is required in case of emergency, but students may be contacted by
LdM for other reasons

ATTENDANCE POLICY

. Course attendance is a primary requirement for a responsible learning experience at LAM.

Punctuality is mandatory. Students must arrive in class on time: any lateness, leaving class during the lesson without nofice,
not showing up on time after the break, or leaving earlier, will impact the participation grade and the Final Grade. In
addition: 1) Three late arrivals or equivalent (10 minutes or more) result in one absence on the attendance count. 2)
Missing half a lesson or more will be considered as one full absence.

Students are responsible for keeping frack of their absences and for catching up on any missed work.

Make-up classes are always mandatory as part of the course program.

If a class occasionally creates conflict with another class, the student is required to inform both instructors in advance.

For no reason (i.e. religious issues, fravel plans, family matters, etc.) will absences be excused.

Students will receive an “F" on each exam they miss.

Students who need to leave LdM before the end of the term must fill out an Official Withdrawal Request form and submit it to
their advisor. A “W" for each course will appear on their franscript. Students who leave LdM without submitting the form will
receive an “F" in each course. In either case, students will not be eligible for credits or receive a refund.

Students who absent themselves from courses will have their final grade penalized as indicated on the following table:
