Content 

The module will consider the documenting of folk material and the strengths and weaknesses of the initial period of oral transmission. A consideration of key publications will allow the student the opportunity to trace the development of certain customs and traditions and to explore the variety of folklore material which has survived. Reference will be made to such aspects as folk song, folk customs, traditional games and the development of alternative leisure activities during the 19th century. An analysis of sources will draw attention, at the same time, to the work of the collector and editor and to the difficulty of setting folk material within a precise geographical and chronological context. The intention will be to consider examples which relate to south Wales and in particular to Glamorgan.
