Tasks:

1) Establishing academic naming conventions
2) Determining which of the DMOs available in OARS should be built in Banner and DARS. 
 
Banner and DARS both contain a number of tables identifying colleges, degrees, programs, majors, concentrations, etc.  The space available to these names varies, but typically it is either 12 or 30 (an abbreviated name/code—used in Banner to create drop-down menus of items available to other forms--and then a fuller description/title).  When a name fits in this space, there is no problem—I’ll simply use the approved name.  When it doesn’t, however, I am going to have to truncate names somehow.  I would prefer NOT to use the truncated titles already built in OARS.  Rather, I would like your advice.  For example, I cannot include the full titles of things such as “Lumpkin College of Business and Applied Sciences” or “Communication Disorders and Sciences” or “Bachelor of Science in Education” and so on.  So please come prepared to tell me how you would like academic names pertinent to your college or area represented.  I would also like to discuss consistent ways of naming programs and degrees—for example, will it be BA-ENG for the program name (which is how the DARS folks name their programs) or BA in ENG or . . . . You get the idea.
 
Second, we need to talk about which of our current DMO combos we need to build in the new systems.  I’ve attached a list of them, which I cut and pasted from H40 (you’ll see some duplicate titles, owing to OARS’ curious way of page forwarding).  There are approximately 1000 of them here.  No, I won’t be building them all—and nor will you be building audits for all of them!  I’ll probably start with some current ones and, as time permits, build others as you discover you need them.  But we might as well start fresh, with each of you determining what you really need.
