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One of the objectives of University Foundations is to help students work on improving and developing their critical thinking, learning, and communication skills.  Strong oral communication is also one of the four goals of Eastern’s general education program.  To that end, all University Foundations students participate in leading the class discussion at some point in the semester.  For the first few weeks of class, your instructors have been responsible for leading class discussion; however, now it’s your turn.

In groups of 2 or 3, you will be responsible for leading one class discussion this semester.  This presentation/discussion is 10% of your grade.  Each group member must participate in the discussion/presentation.  You will be graded on the following subjects:

· Preparation (it’s a very good idea to plan ahead and to discuss your plans with your instructors)

· Content (accurate, relevant, knowledgeable)

· Delivery (organized, clear, logical flow, effective introduction, summary, creative)

· Presentation/Discussion Style (group maintains discussion, visual aids perhaps, good eye contact, enthusiasm, attempts to include entire class, use of time)

We encourage you to consider your audience—your classmates.  What is the best method to present/discuss the material?  What will get their attention?  What will help them learn or understand the material?  What will engage them in your discussion/presentation/activity?  How can you encourage them to share their ideas and experiences?
