2132 PED. Therapeutic Exercise. (0-4-2). F-even-numbered years. A study of indications,
contraindications, physiological effects, special programs, resistance methods, and
prescription relating therapeutic and injury preventive exercise. Prerequisite: PED
1130 or permission of theinstructor.

3131 PED. Injury Recognition. (0-4-2) S-even-numbered years. A study of the relationship of
various anatomical structures, stress tests, and functional tests to different aspects of
sports medicine trauma. Prerequisite: Bio 2200 or permission of the instructor.
Prerequisite BIO 2200 or permission of the instructor and PED 1130 or
permission of theinstructor.
