b.  This course is writing-intensive in that students will be required to work consistently
toward an ability to sustain written discourse in German.  As a result, there will be
numerous short compositions written throughout the course which will be commented on
by the instructor, evaluated for grammar, style and content and which the students will be
required to revise.  All exams and most quizzes will incorporate short essay questions as
well.  More than 35% of the final grade will be based on written elements.

The course meets the requirements of that segment by
exploring the rich linguistic, artistic, musical and literary worlds of German-speaking
lands through practical application of original materials from these lands.
