                 Program Prospectus Guidelines and Evaluation

Structure your paper using the outline topics as main headings within your paper.  Be sure to address each section clearly and concisely with complete and well-developed sentence and paragraph structure with a maximum length of 6 pages (single spaced within each section, and double spaced between sections) of text.  Content as well as grammar/writing skill will be evaluated.  Use APA format for all references and citations within the text.
A.  Needs assessment (10 points)
· What are the nutritional, educational, and motivational needs of your target audience?

· How do you know this?  (references, minimum of 7 should be used to support your thoughts)

· This section should cumulate into the purpose of the paper, including the topic of your presentation

B.  Goals and objectives (7 points)
· What will be the goals of the program?
· What will be the process objectives and learner objectives for your program?  Write in the format of a well-written objective as described in class.

C.  Format of program (1 point)

D.  Lesson Plan Components (22 points)

a.  Introduction (2)

· How will you introduce yourself and the topic?


b.  Body of the lesson (8)

· What background information (i.e. knowledge and/or references) will help the educator in completing the lesson plan?  This will be written as a brief (2-3 paragraph) mini review of literature.  You will need to include at least four references (maximum of 2 from the web and all MUST include the name of the author)

· How is the lesson organized?  Timing of activities?  Teaching strategies used?
c.  Closure (2)

· Summary of the lesson in one-two sentences that reinforces the key nutrition messages.


d.  Learning experiences or activities (8 points)

· Listing AND example of activities to be used, including handouts (one must be of your design) evaluation documents, and/or pamphlets used.  The purpose/relevance of each activity must be shared.


e.  Listing of all materials needed to present the lesson (2 points)

E.  Specify key nutrition messages (3 points)
· What will be your key message?
F.  Evaluation (10 points)
· How will you know that the learner achieved what you wanted them to?  
G.  Overall writing ability (22 points)

	Careful organization that enhances presentation; followed format and included all key components
	

	Style (2 points)
	Sophisticated and varied sentence and length that enhances effect; precise and/or rich language; no quotes
	

	Mechanics (4 points)
	Virtually no errors in mechanics; correct verb tense
	

	Focus/purpose (4 points)
	Clear focus/purpose/position established early and maintained; evidence of passive voice and/or appropriate tone
	

	Development of ideas (6 points)
	Depth of complexity of ideas supported by rich, engaging and/or pertinent details
	

	Referencing (4 points)
	Minimum of seven, cited correctly
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
