5) You must submit a typewritten essay of application to Psi Chi.

Excerpts from this essay will be used to introduce you at the formal initiation ceremony, so please be specific concerning your goals in Psychology.  
You must have a faculty member sign your letter in order for the faculty to better know your professional interests.
