Committee Reports
Parking Appeals:  Matt Pederson has finished appeals until the end of January.

CUPB:  Campus concerns of the Furlough Policy are located on the Budget website.  The final policy is expected by February.  The CUPB website can be used for additional comments/concerns.  Senator Campbell attended the public meeting of the State University Civil Service System concerning the proposed state wide Civil Service Furlough policy.
Continuing Business:
Informational:  

VP Weber presented additional information concerning the current budget.  EIU received an additional installment of state appropriation monies, the week of January 11.  To date, we have received approximately $11.5 million of the $50.5 from the state.  President Perry has frozen travel, equipment expenditures and hiring has been placed on approval by Vice Presidents.  Southern Illinois University is asking that their Management Act be amended to allow short term borrowing.  EIU views this as a 'last resort'.
In an effort to make the budget transparent, VP Weber reported he is implementing a dashboard system via the reporting tool, Argos.  This will let anyone authorized to view charts of the budget and expenditures through the web.

FY 2011-2012 budget:  We expect to continue to receive additional stimulus monies for this budget period.  In doing so, the state cannot cut EIU's budget past 2006 levels.  Dropping from 2009 to 2006 budget levels amount to a 6% decrease in monies or $3 million. 
FAQ concerning Furlough issues are located on the VP of Business Affairs website.  If the University were to furlough, one day would save $320,000 in appropriated monies.

Preliminary work has started for a University wide strategic planning process.  A small team of individuals are testing different techniques before rolling out to the entire campus.
The meeting adjourned at 2:30 pm.  The next meeting will be held on February 10, at 1:15 p.m. in the Schahrer Room.
