KILLED IN ACTION 

ON WEST FRONT
Newton Boy Lost Life On 

March 3 In Luxemburg 
Area

Mr. and Mrs. Charles F. Andrews of 
E ast Marion stree t received a te le­
gram  Tuesday from the W ar D epart­
ment, sta ting  th a t their son, Private 
First Class, Edgar Edward Andrews, 
had been killed in action in Germany.

Pfc. Andrews was serving in Gen­
eral P atton ’s Third Army as a  m em ­
ber of a tank  division and his ou tfit 
had been on duty in the Luxemburg 
area. The telegram  sta ted  th a t he 
was reported killed on March 3. He 
would have been 25 years of age on 
August 8, 1945.

, He had been in the service for two 
years and had been overseas for the 
p ast seven months. He had his ad ­
vance training a t Camp Barkley, 
Texas, a t a Camp in Louisana and 

I a t Camp Cook, Calif.
J He was born and raised in this 

county and attended  the Newton 
grade and high schools. He was well 
known here and had a g reat number 
of friends

One of his brothers, Ky, is now in 
the army in France. He has three 
other brothers, Perry and Harry, of 
Gary, Ind., and Foster, of Newton. 
He also has four sisters: M aybelle of 
Olney, and Helen, Alice and Charline 
a t home.
