The citation for which award was
made reads:

“For gallantry in action on 12 April

platoon guide during the attack of
his company toward the town of
Kameritz. When the platoon ran into
lheavy enemy small arms fire the pla-
toon sergeant was fatally wounded.
"Without hesitation Sgt. Weck took
command and urged the men forward
by continually running from man to
man in complete disregard of his own
personal safety. In the course of his
gallant action 'he was fatally wound-
ed, but his aggressive leadership en-
abled the platoon to continue the
attack and achieve its mission. Sgt.
Weck’s outstanding bravery and de-
votion to duty reflect the highest cre-
dit upon himself and exemplify the
finest traditions of the armed forces
of the United States.” '
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
