EVERY CORNER OF CREATION
Praise the Lord from the heavens, praise him in the heights above.  Praise him, all his angels, praise him, all his heavenly hosts.  Praise him, sun and moon, praise him, all you shining stars.  Praise him, you highest heavens and you waters above the skies.  Let them praise the name of the Lord, for he commanded and they were created.  He set them in place forever and ever; he gave a decree that will never pass away. (from Psalm 148)
“Every corner of creation lives to testify,” as the song says.  Many scientists now believe that the universe had a beginning, and that physical laws are fine tuned for the existence of intelligent life.  The ratio of electron to proton mass is just right.  If it were larger or smaller, molecules could not form.  Electromagnetic and gravitational forces are finely tuned, so the right kind of star can be stable.  Our sun is just the right color for photosynthesis to occur.  It also has just the right mass.  The earth’s distance from the sun is just right for our stable water cycle.  The earth’s gravity, axial tilt, rotation period, magnetic field, crust thickness, oxygen/nitrogen ratio, carbon dioxide, water vapor and ozone levels are all just right for life.
Praise the Lord.  He wraps Himself in light as with a garment; he stretches out the heavens like a tent.  He makes winds his messengers, flames of fire his servants.  He set the earth on its foundations; it can never be moved.  The moon marks off the seasons, and the sun knows when to go down.  (from Psalm 104)
“Every corner of creation lives to testify.”  Inside each cell of every living thing, invisible to the eye, is a tiny coil of DNA.  This DNA contains an intricate code, written in the language of four letters:  A, C, T, and G, which represent the amino acids that produce the proteins which ultimately make up the biology of every living creature.    How much information is contained in the DNA code which describes you?  Some have estimated more than 100 complete 30-volume encyclopedia sets.  DNA is encoded with extreme efficiency.  All the information needed to specify the exact make-up of every unique human being on Earth could be stored in a volume of DNA no bigger than a couple of aspirin tablets.
In the beginning was the Word, and the Word was with God, and the Word was God.  He was with God in the beginning.  Through him all things were made: without him nothing was made that has been made.  (From John 1)

Bill Gates observed, “DNA is like a computer program but far, far more advanced than any software we’ve ever created.”  The conclusion drawn from the application of information theory to biology is that a structural identity exists between the DNA code and written language.  In terms of structure, they are mathematically identical.  As Christians, we believe that the precise, intricately coded language of DNA originated in the mind of the God.
For by him all things were created: things in heaven and on earth, visible and invisible, whether thrones or powers or rulers or authorities; all things were created by him and for him.  He is before all things, and by him all things hold together. . . . For God was pleased to have all his fullness dwell in him, and through him to reconcile himself to all things, whether things on earth or things in heaven, by making peace through his blood, shed on the cross.  (from Colossians )

“Every corner of creation lives to testify.”  The God who speaks has uttered a language which brought all of us into existence.  Willingly or unwillingly, at the cellular level all of us testify to the presence of God.  He has not only left visible fingerprints in the creation “out there”, but also invisible ones deep within us.  Each and everyone of us—indeed, everything living—we all bear his signature.
But ask the animals, and they will teach you.  Or the birds of the air, and they will tell you.  Or speak to the earth, and it will teach you.  Or let the fish of the sea inform you.  Which of all these does not know that the hand of the Lord has done this?  In his hand is the life of every creature and the breath of all humankind.
